Olivia Valentine, who served on the Haw-
thorne City Council for many years, surveyed 
the people in the large room. It was April 
26th, just a little while ago, and we were at 
the 8th annual Hawthorne Business Expo.   

“You could say I am the founder. It has 
grown, thankfully, and the enthusiasm is 
great to see.  This year we have 81 busi-
nesses participating. The effort remains to 
help businesses here and to move Hawthorne 
and our South Bay forward.”

Hawthorne is a diverse community with 
good property values. There are areas, 
however, where commercial vacancies are 
notable. Of interest is the possibility that the 
Hawthorne Plaza might come back to life, 
at least in part. The Plaza is over 30 acres. 
When it opened back in 1997, there were 134 
stores. Sadly, the property has been vacant 
for years. But, what I recently have heard 
would involve nine new tenants, along with 
a housing development. Well, let’s see if it 
happens; that could be helpful.

Speaking of which, is anyone interested 
in a Convention Center here in Hawthorne? 
We are close to LAX, have our own airport, 
freeway convenient, good hotels, nice res-
taurants, close to the ocean, the mountains, 
and the desert… 

The Hawthorne Convention Center. It has 
a nice ring, doesn’t it? 

Another vacant property of interest is 
the site that housed the Robert F. Kennedy 
Medical Center. It, too, consists of several 
acres. Many say there also is potential for 
development there. After all, who does not 
want to see Hawthorne thrive? 

To that end, the Hawthorne Business Expo 
included several seminars, such as “How to 
Elevate Your Business Using Technology in 
2023”. Panelists included Dr. Stephen Nell-

man, Superintendent of the Centinela Valley 
Union High School District, Marci Klein, 
owner of Creative Media, and Paul Savage 
of Profitcents, among others. 

Bottom line, knowledge is power, and 
the Expo sought to promote both ideas and 
solutions.

In addition, many significant Hawthorne 
businesses sponsored the Expo: Space X, 
Luther Burbank Savings, Republic Services, 
the Joel Versh Farmers Insurance Agency, and 
South Bay Ford Lincoln, to name just a few.

Bottom line, it was very enjoyable to talk 
with the business representatives there. The 
Expo is an opportunity to network but also 
a way to find out about people who are 
working hard to serve us.   

For example:
Sky One Federal Credit Union, member-

owned, has benefits that make it very 
competitive with your typical bank (good 

interest rates on accounts and loans). Sky One 
has been in the South Bay for some 70 years. 
I was surprised to learn it is a not-for-profit 
organization (member-owned).

Unfortunately, their dreams seem even 
further out of reach after stumbling their way 
through the presentation for their “computer-
in-a-phone” device in front of businessman 
Jim Balsillie (Glenn Howerton). Jim is a fast 
talker and brutally honest straight shooter 
and barely acknowledges the men, even 
as they speak directly to him. Jim has too 
much to do and too little time and he makes  
that known.

Deeming the pitch a disaster, Mike and 
Doug begin to feel the prongs of desperation 
grip their bodies. Everything changes when, 
after a moment of clarity, Jim returns with 
a counteroffer that would take the company 
and the device to the next level. What ensues 
is a Wolf of Wall Street-type ebb and flow 
of nerdy engineers who fell into an influx

Killers of a Certain Age is a fun and 
action-packed page-turner. Four ladies entering 
retirement take a cruise together, “celebrat-
ing” the 40 years they have worked together. 
They seem like your average 60 year-olds, 

different personality types that somehow 
have, over the years, become tolerant and 
even comfortable with each other. They 
have achieved this milestone of friendship 
after having many adventures, quite a few of 
them literally death-defying. You see, Billie, 
Mary Alice, Helen and Natalie are assassins. 
And now this lovely tropical vacation is 
being interrupted … someone is trying to  
kill THEM.

While this foursome is figuring out WHO, 
readers are taken on a tour of their begin-
nings at the Museum, the organization which 
recruited them in their 20s.  Originally formed 
to track down escaped Nazi war criminals 
after World War II, the Museum expanded 
their “hit list” to include other bad folks who 
needed to be eliminated (you know, human 
traffickers, members of drug cartels, dealers 
of mass destruction, etc.) Project Sphinx, all-
female operatives that were trained under the 

guidance of (code name) The Shepherdess, 
was created in 1979, which brought together 
our title characters.  

The story shifts back and forth from their 
present day problem to “jobs” from the past, 
which show us their special skills in hand-
to-hand combat, weaponry and strategy.  Oh, 
and most importantly, how to slay their prey, 
sometimes described in excruciating detail 
(wait until you come to the part about get-
ting rid of the guy in the spa!)

Traveling the world, assuming glamorous 
(fake) identities, receiving healthy retainers 
and bonuses isn’t all that it’s cracked up to 
be. A life of subterfuge that may prevent 
love and intimacy with another … risking 
extreme (sometimes fatal) injuries … Even 
assassins for hire must deal with ageism and 
male chauvinism!

Author Deanna Raybourn usually writes 
historical mysteries, so Killers of a Certain 
Age is her first contemporary novel.  She 
says in an interview that her publisher wanted 
a book about “older women doing badass 
things.”

Mike has always been the most level-headed

Director Matt Johnson, who also co-stars 
in the film, creates a thoroughly engaging, 
high-stakes comedic adaptation from his in-
spiration source: the book “Losing the Signal:

Now, the reason why you should see this 
film: Glenn Howerton. His performance as a 
manic, loud-mouthed, egomaniac is entirely 
pitch-perfect and hilarious. His comedic 
fingerprints are all over this film in the best 
way possible; anyone acting alongside him 
is automatically elevated to his level. The 
energy that radiates from this film probably 
equates to a double shot of espresso.

Tired Of Tightening Your Budget? Here’s

(BPT) - Tighten the purse strings. Balance 
the budget. Cut back. There are many ways to 
say it, but the current economy has millions 
of Americans doing the same thing: struggling 
to make ends meet.
