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Advocate Atty McLellan Tackles
Homelessness in California

As California deals with an ongoing home-
lessness crisis, advocates encourage education.
Atty McLellan, a prominent voice in the effort
to solve homelessness, addresses solutions to
the issue and some misconceptions.

In addition to teaching a class on homeless-
ness as a community engagement manager
for a major housing nonprofit here in Califor-
nia, McLellan has conducted and presented
research at conferences like the Peace and
Justice Studies Association Annual Confer-
ence, Effective Altruism, and the Western
Psychology Association Conference. Cur-
rently, on top of her nonprofit work, she is
in the process of writing a book based on
her research from the last four years.

“You hear a lot of vitriol, you hear a lot of
hate that people have about this issue,” says
McLellan, “But when I talk to people when
I try to educate people on this, it’s more just
lack of education. People are scared.” The
answer, she says, is so basic. The answer
is housing.

Sounds simple, right? That’s because it is.
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person is housed. So, the line of questioning
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When thinking of affordable housing, some
immediately think of big-block housing tak-
ing over neighborhoods. Some are afraid of
property values falling, and some are afraid
of the money it could cost.
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“It’s really just apartment complexes that
anyone could live in and would want to,”
she says. Tenants still pay rent, and to any
onlooker, it would look the same as any
other apartment complex. McLellan is very
interested in the work being done to build
entirely affordable complexes that would house
not just those experiencing homelessness, but
also low-income earners. Studies have shown
consistently that when low-income housing is
added to a neighborhood, one of two things
happens. Either: Nothing, and the effect on
property value is neutral. Or, in many cases,
property values actually increased.

A point to consider, she adds, is that Cali-
fornia has a shortage of housing across the
board. Not just for those experiencing home-
lessness but for everyone, housing is scarce.

“We need something 3.5 million units...
yesterday,” she says. Issues like single-family
zoning often come up to address the housing
shortage, but within that conversation, the
issue of affordable and inclusive housing
needs a greater spotlight.

Advocates are excited about the Homekey
Program rolling out, which is a movement
by the state to turn motels considered less
than desirable into permanent supportive
housing. This project is great, she says, for
cities afraid of new construction.

Studies conducted nationwide show that
populations experiencing homelessness largely
became homeless in the place of their last
residence. This is true of Los Angeles, as
well. McLellan explains that every year, a
census is conducted called a Point in Time
Count, where researchers go out in the field
and count every person without a home and
gather data. Data for Los Angeles shows that
about 65% of the homeless population are

from Los Angeles, and about 70% have been
in LA County for over ten years.

“The idea that people just need to move
out of state is too simplistic,” she explains,
“There’s a reason why you haven’t gotten
up and left yet. And if you have or you're
thinking about it, I'm sure you’re trying to
think about what you can afford and what’s
out there.” McLellan reminds us that these
things take a lot of time and resources, which
someone on the street may not have.

The biggest point she expresses is the
financial benefit of building housing in your
own city. “It is not a financially feasible op-
tion to expect everyone to move out of your
city or to push everyone out,” she says. It’s
also expensive to have people living on the
street. In data published for Orange County
by UCI and OC United Way, it was found that
the most costly 10% of chronically homeless
individuals incur on average over $439,787
per person per year in taxpayer money,
and that’s going to things like ambulances,
emergency services, and police response. Of
those in permanent supportive housing, that
number goes down to about $55,000 per
year. This is because when an individual is
housed, there is far less police intervention
for things like violating anti-camping laws,
and medical costs decrease as the safety of a
home. It is far less costly for the average city
to provide housing than to do nothing at all.

It is also critical, McLellan mentions, to
keep people connected to their network.
That means building housing where they’ve
already made connections and have friends
and family. Many work in the area. Housing
far away uproots individuals who are already
going through something very hard, costs

The Year of the Everlasting Storm
Review: Cinema of the Pandemic

The Year of the Everlasting Storm is a
collection of films from seven of contem-
porary cinema’s most celebrated directors,
whose distinct aesthetics each create various
expressions that showcase how they dealt with
living through a global pandemic. Equally
heartfelt and unique, Jafar Panahi, Anthony
Chen, Malik Vitthal, Laura Poitras, Dominga
Sotomayor, David Lowery, and Apichatpong

Weerasethakul each craft stories so deep and
expressive in just 20 minutes, it feels as if
we're getting a peek into the inner workings
of their minds throughout the most chaotic
of times.

The Year of the Everlasting Storm takes its
name from a short poem that is presented
onscreen, kicking off the anthology series
in a seemingly chaptered and formulaic
way (and no, it’s not a callback to David
Lowery’s The Green Knight, where prior
knowledge of the aforementioned poem is
encouraged beforehand). However, of the
seven films presented, no two are alike-much
like the directors themselves. From Jafar
Panahi’s mumblecore family dramedy in
Iran, to Laura Poitras’s investigative political
documentary in New York, The Year of the
Everlasting Storm is a cinephile’s smorgas-
bord that tells very different global stories
from very different perspectives. The only
underlying commonality is the pandemic
production-affected restraints in which the
films were made.

We all react to stress and despair in differ-
ent ways. Some turn to family, others turn
inward, but a majority of us all desperately
want one thing: to connect. This theme of
reconnection is prevalent throughout all of
the films, be it in a literal sense or more
abstract. David Lowery’s film focuses on a
woman’s quest to revisit her past. Malik Vit-
thal’s mixed media piece is centered around

reclaiming his family. Anthony Chen tells a
story about a struggling young couple on the
verge of a marital breakdown. And Dominga
Sotomayor shares a portrait of a middle-aged
woman longing to play a motherly role in
her daughter’s life.

Perhaps the simplest entry (and my personal
favorite) is the observational closing film from
Thai master Apichatpong Weerasethakul. His
films always stay true to the present moment and

this is no different. Intricate attention to
sound and his visual patience are what tie
everything together. Weerasethakul is able
to recenter us, bringing our thoughts back
to the here and now.

The Year of the Everlasting Storm, which
made its premiere at this year’s Cannes Film
Festival, should be enjoyed as a time capsule of
modern-day life through filmmaking. Playing
more like a museum gallery exhibition rather
than a traditional film with plot structure or
character development, this anthology series
is a remarkable piece of art that transcends
boundaries and creative restraints.

Ever since the early 80s, when Chin Chin
made its debut on LA’s Sunset strip, Chinese
food in California has never been the same.
With pioneering meals like dim sum and
Chinese chicken salad made by traditional
Cantonese techniques, Chin Chin has grown
into a famous franchise with multiple locations
around Southern California. The good news,
too, is that El Segundoians don’t have to travel
too far to try it for themselves.

Located at 2041 Rosecrans Ave, Chin Chin

Sergio Garcia (left) and Jaimee Gonzalez (right) workin
in El Segundo marks the sixth restaurant for
the franchise, first opening its doors in 2019.
General Manager, Jamiee Gonzalez, shares
that launching a new restaurant right before
the pandemic has been no easy task.

“When we first opened in November of 2019,
things were blooming,” says Gonzalez. “But then
the pandemic hit, and we had to close down.
Then we figured out that we could do take-out
orders, which helped keep things going, but
we still were at half staff. It was a challenge.”
In 2021, Gonzales is more excited than ever
to let the community know that Chin Chin is
back with a new team eager to bring classic
Asian flavors to the South Bay. One of those
new team members is Manager Sergio Garcia,

who worked as a server at their Beverly Hills
-

g together at Chin Chin in El Segundo.

Location for six years. “Sergio has a passion
for food service, and he loves Chin Chin,”
says Gonzalez. “He was a good server, and
I approached him with an offer to come into
management with me—he’s been a big reason
why we’ve been able to stay successful.”
Gonzalez is right.

As soon as my photographer and I entered
the restaurant, we were greeted with Garcia’s
beaming smile, as well as a beautiful, modern
atmosphere. Large artsy bulbs dangle from the
ceiling, and mid-century modern decor enlivens
the dining floor with a Taste of LA culture

and cleanliness. It’s an inspiring restaurant
for any occasion.

Being a former waiter, Garcia took it upon
himself to serve us, and under his guidance of
the menu, the rest of the evening turned into
a feast. The first meal that came out was the
Chinese Chicken Salad in ared ginger dressing.
“It’s the dish that made Chin Chin famous,’
Garcia explains. It’s a generous helping of
iceberg lettuce with juicy strips of chicken,
wonton crisps, green onion, shaved carrots,
and crispy rice noodles. It’s sweet and tangy,
but not overwhelming.

On the cocktail side of their menu, Garcia
brought us the Yakuza Sour and the Chin Chin
Old Fashioned. The former offers a satisfying

Ready To Switch Wireless Carriers?
Answer These 5 Important Questions First

(BPT) - Changing your wireless carrier is
an important decision. It’s also probably a
lot easier than you think. Before you make
the switch, answer these simple questions to
make sure you're all set to change carriers,
upgrade your wireless service, and potentially
save a lot of money.

Are you free to go?While carrier contracts
in the U.S. are quickly becoming things of
the past, you still have to make sure you’re
free and clear of any obligations to start up
somewhere new without getting hit with
penalty fees. If you’ve bought a phone from
another carrier, double-check to make sure
you’ve paid it off in full, or else you may
need to pay the rest of what you owe before
you can cancel your service.

Will you need to buy a new phone, or do
you have one already?Unless you're bringing
your own existing cellphone to your new
network, you’ll need to buy one. You can
either pay for the whole thing up front, or
via monthly installments. These are payments
you’ll need to factor in as you calculate how
much you want to pay your new carrier
each month.

If you plan to bring your own phone,
make sure it’s unlocked and works on your
new carrier’s network. When in doubt, give
their customer service departments a call, or
check for BYOD (“Bring Your Own Device”)
information on the carrier’s website. Nowa-
days, transferring your phone (and number)

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Your Neighborhood Therapist

Dear Neighborhood therapist,

Since school started my child has begun
to experience increased anxiety, and I think
that I am partly or mostly the cause of it.
I don’t want to be that “helicopter” parent
who can’t back off or give their child any
breathing room, but I'm afraid I might be.
At the same time, I just want the best for
my kid and I don’t think they have any idea
what awaits them in the “real world.” I will
feel terrible if I don’t do everything in my
power to prepare them for that. What can I
do to help my child? -

— Is it me? It’s me, isn’t it?, El Segundo

Dear It’s Me,

It’s you. It is. You’re definitely contributing
to the anxiety that your child is experiencing.

But also: of course, it’s you. It is every
parent. Take a moment and bask in it, if
you want to. There is no escaping. Nobody
raises children and keeps their hands clean.

It’s better to ask if the anxiety you are
causing is worth it the benefit, they are get-
ting of the action you are taking that causes
anxiety. And then it’s good to ask if anything
can be done to reduce it.

Stress and Anxiety are not always bad
things. We live in a world that has deadlines
and requirements. Stress and anxiety often
help us meet those obligations. As parents,
part of the job is helping our children learn
to meet their obligations. Usually, there is a
little bit of parental pressure involved, and
that pressure creates stress and anxiety. How
to get rid of the stress and anxiety? Easy:
get the thing done that needs to be done.

But when is the emotional price too
high? How do you distinguish between
pushing your child to do what is necessary
to thrive versus what is merely desirable?

How much extra anxiety will this pressure
cause? Will that anxiety destroy any pleasure
they might have taken in doing something
on their own?

Take some time and think about these
questions, especially the emotional price.
How did you arrive at the conclusions that
you did about what is worth pressuring a
child about? How are the issues and condi-
tions your child faces different and similar
to the ones you faced? How strongly do you
hold these opinions, and why do you hold
them to that particular degree? Is there any
wiggle room on your end?

These are hard questions to which there
is no “right” answer. Even as you mull
over the responses, consider sharing your
thought process with your child, as well
as what influences you are weighing.
Shining some light about your process -
even if you ultimately disagree - could go
a long way.

A quick recap. First: yes, it’s you. You
are contributing to the anxiety your child
experiences. Second: but of course, you are,
because you’re a parent who cares about
your child. Third, determine which of your
actions (you can ask you child!) contribute
to anxiety, and determine as best you can if
the cost to time and money and relationships
is worth the benefit they derive.

punch of raspberry flavor. The Aperol and Bulleit
bourbon wrangle in the sweetness to make it
refreshing—like eating a succulent fruit on
a hot day. The Old Fashioned is also a great
choice, though it takes on a slight minty taste,
which lightens up the punch of the whiskey.

The Yang Chow fried rice was a clear favorite
of ours. It’s a generous helping of shrimp and
pork fried rice with a dash of chicken bouillon
flavor. Mixed in are crisp peas, carrots, and
topped with chili paste—Garcia recommends—
makes the dish even more amazing. Each chunk
of pork and shrimp gives you a great burst of
savoriness that compliments the buttery rice.

Some other all-star dishes of the night include
the Pad Thai with crushed peanuts, shrimp,
and chicken with lime juice on top of rice
noodles—I’m a huge fan of Pad Thai, and this
is most likely the best in LA. Mainly because
it’s not oily—it’s very fresh and light with bold
flavor. Although the dish does have some kick to

it, so be aware. Also, the General Tso’s chicken
with dark meat fried in their homemade sweet
sauce is out of this world. After so many great
dishes, I wasn’t even hungry anymore, but I
could not stop eating it.

After we finished, Gonzalez came to check on
us one more time, and she could see that we
were elated. She and Garcia both take a lot of
pride in their work, and that care and passion
translate to the overall experience at Chin Chin.
“We have so many loyal customers,” Gonzalez
smiles proudly. “I get to meet so many people
and connect with them, and that’s what makes
this place so much fun. I live in Torrance, but
I've always worked around this area—it’s a
great place to be, and I'm happy we’re getting
back to work.”

How good is carrier coverage in your
area?The fanciest phone on the market won’t
get you anywhere if you can’t get data or
voice service. Ask your friends, colleagues
and neighbors which carriers they use, and
how good their reception and signal strength
are where you work and live.

There’s no shortage of competition for your
cellphone dollars these days. By finding the
right answer to these questions, switching
won’t be hard: you’re sure to find a carrier
that fits your needs, and at a price you're
satisfied with.

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY

COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF

HAWTHORNE, CALIFORNIA,
APPROVING ENGINEERING & TRAFFIC
SURVEYS PREPARED BY HARTZOG &

CRABILL, INC. FOR THE CITY OF
HAWTHORNE AND AMENDING
CHAPTER 10.16 OF THE HAWTHORNE
MUNICIPAL CODE RELATING TO PRIMA
FACIE SPEED LIMITS ON VARIOUS

STREETS WITHIN THE CITY.
WHEREAS, the City of Hawthome retained
Hartzog and Crabill, Inc. to prepare an engineer-
ing and traffic survey (the “report’) to update the
speed limits on City of Hawthome arterial and
secondary arterial street network. (The report
is attached as Exhibit “A” to this Ordinance).
The overall study was conducted to comply
with existing State regulations conceming the
increasing or decreasing of speed limits within
City boundaries; and
WHEREAS, the Califomia Vehicle Code ('VC”)
requires that speed limits be established in ac-
cordance with appropriate engineering practice
and methods; and
WHEREAS, to legally use radar for speed
enforcement, VC Section 40802(b) requires
that limits be established per Sections 22357
and 22358 of the V/C, the limits must be justified
by an engineering and traffic survey conducted
within five years prior to the date of the alleged
violation. However, achange in State law allows
cities to extend the survey period up to seven
or ten years depending on specific criteria.
WHEREAS, at 43 locations in the City's arterial
and secondary arterial street network, spotspeed
surveys were taken in conformance with the
State law for conducting engineering and traffic
surveys for the purpose of establishing prima
facie speed limits. The data was collected per
the Caltrans Manual of Uniform Traffic Control
Devices (‘MUTCD") January 2012 Califomia
Supplement; and
WHEREAS, the actual speed zone surveys
were conducted by National Data & Surveying
Services, a subcontractor of Hartzog & Crabill,
Inc. A Califomia registered traffic engineer from
Hartzog & Crabiill, Inc. drove the streets.
WHEREAS, on the basis of those surveys,
staff has determined that the adoption of the
following recommended speed limits and the
amendment of Chapter 10.16 of the Haw-
thome Municipal Code are reasonable and
safe and will faciitate the orderly movement
of vehicular traffic.
NOW, THEREFORE, THE CITY COUNCIL
OF THE CITY OF HAWTHORNE DOES

Section 1.  The Report contains sufficient
information to document that the condition
of VC Section 627 have been satisfied and
that other conditions not readily apparent to a
motorist are properly identified.

Section 2. Ordinance No. 2224 and the
Report, attached to this Ordinance as ExhibitA
(including the “Summary of Recommendations
2021” table, which delineates the new speed
limits of the various streets within the City of
Hawthome) is hereby approved and adopted.
Section 3. Chapter 10.16 is repealed in
its entirety and the following is added to the
Hawthome Municipal code.

10.16.040  When effective.

The prima facie speed limits provided for in
Chapter 10.16.010 through 10.16.030 above
shall be effective when appropriate signs giving
notice thereof are erected upon those streets.

Section 4.  This ordinance amendment will
nothave an adverse effect, either individually or
cumulatively, on wildlife or the habitat upon which
wildiife depends, and on the basis of substantial
evidence, the presumption of adverse effect is
rebutted. The ordinance amendments set forth
in Section 3 are categorically exempt from
the provisions of the Califomia Environmental
Quality Act.

Section 5.  [fanyprovision, cause, sentence
or paragraph of this ordinance or application
thereof to any person or circumstance shall be
held invalid, such invalidity shall not affect the
other provisions of this ordinance which can
be given effect without the invalid provisions
or application, and to this end the provisions
of this ordinance are declared to be severable.

Section 6.  The City Clerk shall certify to the

passage and adoption of this ordinance and

shall cause the same to be published onceina

newspaper of general circulation, published and

circulated in the City of Hawthome, or if there

is none, shall cause it to be posted in at least

three public places in the City of Hawthome,

Califomia. The City Clerk shall also forward

much more and is not sustainable.

“You will never solve homelessness by
shipping people out into a new place. That’s
not the solution, and it’s a fiscally irrespon-
sible solution,” she says.

As far as those struggling with addiction
or substance abuse, McLellan points out that
this is not a problem specific to the unhoused
community. Data in LA shows that over
70% of unsheltered people do not have any
mental health or substance abuse disorders.
Supportive housing connects those struggling
to better resources.

“You’re going to be spending money. Either
way, you might as well invest in something
that is actually effective,” she says. The
most important thing she presses is that
the situation is not hopeless, and you are
not helpless. Every person can get involved
and learn. It’s as simple, she says, as telling
your city council you support the solution
to homelessness: housing. ®
