Dedication, Hard Work, and Lots of Emotion

Hawthorne City Council held its scheduled
meeting on September 26, 2023. All were
present, and the agenda was notably fewer
items than two weeks ago. Nonetheless, a full
three hours later, the Council was only then
wrapping up its public session.

While there is a standard process, such as
the invocation and pledge of allegiance to
begin each session, and a printed agenda that
includes consent items, the extent of discussion,
review, consideration, and listening can be
substantial. The best way to know about what
the Council is doing and what is happening
in Hawthorne (your City of Good Neighbors)
is to attend a City Council meeting (at City
Hall in the Council Chambers, starting at 6:00
pm every second and fourth Tuesday of the
month). Or, you can watch it on the YouTube
HCTYV channel. You will learn a lot, including
dates of upcoming events, such as October 14
at Memorial Park from 1 pm to 4 pm. The
New Star Family Justice Center will have
a gathering with lots of fun for kids. New
Star is a Domestic Violence Help Agency.
You will be told the phone number to report
illegal dumping, which sadly does occur in
Hawthorne; call (310) 349 1632.

Southern California Edison made a presen-
tation with several representatives addressing
how SCE seeks to serve our community
best. Issues included power outages, dealing
with pole replacement, downed power lines,
and seeking to reach those most in need of
assistance. When done, however, Mayor Vargas
expressed serious concern about the excessive
time retrofitting has taken and that there has
been poor staging by SCE. He indicated par-
ticular sensitivity about seniors, some of whom
do not have internet or are not internet savvy.

How, then, does SCE reach them? He then
asked who is liable when the lights go out? It
should not be the city, was stated very clearly.

The meeting then turned to something
I encourage you to watch on the HCTV
YouTube channel. It is 44 minutes in, and
the Hawthorne Police Officer’s Association
presented a young gentleman (Jose Mada)
with the “Hawthorne Fallen Hero’s Scholar-
ship” (presented in honor of two beloved
Hawthorne officers who passed in the line of
duty). The young man, in uniform, stood at the
microphone before the City Council, with so
many in the Council chamber seats, and tried
to fight back tears. He thanked his mom and
dad, “who themselves had nothing, but gave
me everything ."He hugged his mother. He
asked his 16-year-old sister to join him, talked
about how much she means to him, brought his
uncle up, who himself is a police officer, and
simply went through how very much it means
to have this second family, to now hopefully

be on his way to becoming a police officer
(at present a traffic control officer).

You could hear a pin drop, and you could
hear a lot of quiet tearfulness, as he spoke elo-
quently about how much Hawthorne means to
him, about how Hawthorne has given him such
a great opportunity, and about the importance
of hard work that can make anything possible.

Each City Council member praised the
young man, including council member
Manning, who said: “A lot of young people
can use a role model like you...” It was
both very emotional and so inspiring.
Jose Mada is a name we will likely hear
about again.

An update was provided on the City’s
Medical Director Program, led by Dr. Joe
Nakagawa. Hawthorne has a well-earned

Potential New Legislation for Airbnb

Across the country, among the bustling
sounds of car horns and police sirens, a new
piece of legislation has been unveiled in
New York City. This legislation is designed
around curtailing the practices of the popular
renting and hosting app Airbnb. Airbnb is
a popular app among travelers and those
looking to make some passive income from
properties. This application allows people
to rent their rooms, apartments, and houses
and book reservations all in the private
sphere, leaving hotels out of the equation
entirely. In response to the level of change
that Airbnb has had on its economy, the
city of New York has recently set out new
policies transforming how Airbnb will be
allowed to operate within the city limits.
These changes include putting “short’” back

into short-term rentals and capping them
at 30 days, mandating renters to register
with the city, and mandating that owners
must stay in the home with the guest for
the entire duration of the rental. And with
all of that Airbnb hosts can no longer
rent to more than two guests. This drastic
change in what the renting market looks
for a hotspot of Airbnb leads many people
to turn their eyes to the West, waiting to
see what other massive metropolitan areas
will do in response to this piece of legisla-
tion. New York saw the renting giant as
something capable of destroying their real
estate market, and politicians have cited this
renting app as contributing to higher costs
of living by allowing wealthy renters and
private renting firms to buy more properties

Could Hereditary Cancer Run in Your Family?

(BPT) - People go to great lengths to decrease
their cancer risk. Many of us wear sunscreen,
avoid processed foods, go for regular checkups
and eat organic produce - but what if your
risk is hereditary, rather than environmental?

News stories about celebrities like Angelina
Jolie have made people aware that mutations
in the BRCA gene can cause breast and
ovarian cancer, but that’s not the whole story.
Researchers have discovered many genetic
mutations that can cause a variety of cancers,
including breast, colorectal, endometrial, ovar-
ian, pancreatic and prostate.

* A first- or second-degree relative with any
of the above cancers

3. If you’ve never been diagnosed with
cancer, do you have one or more first- or
second-degree relatives with breast cancer
and any of the following?

* Diagnosed at age 45 or younger

* Triple-negative breast cancer

» Two separate breast cancers, with the first
diagnosis at age 50 or younger

* Male breast cancer

4.If you’ve never been diagnosed with cancer,
do you have one or more first- or second-degree
relatives with any of the following?

¢ Colorectal cancer before age 50

* Endometrial cancer before age 50

¢ Ovarian, fallopian tube or primary peri-
toneal cancer

* Rare or childhood cancers

5. If you’ve never been diagnosed with
cancer, do you have one or more first-degree
relatives with any of the following?

* Metastatic or high-grade prostate cancer

* Pancreatic cancer

and creating an artificially inflated real estate
market. New York’s legislation could be seen
as the first domino to fall as other major areas,
already looking to crack down on Airbnb,
could now be invigorated by New York City’s
new laws.

Better Neighbors LA, a housing activist group
based out of Los Angeles City, is seeking to
lead the charge against Airbnb to protect renters
and homeowners across Southern California.
According to their website, “Our mission is
to support enforcement of the City of Los
Angeles’ Home Sharing Ordinance, conduct
research on the short-term rental industry
and its impact on affordable housing and
gentrification in LA and to develop policy to
protect housing, hotel jobs and neighborhoods
impacted by the short-term rental industry.”
With groups like this in place and the city
of Los Angeles already taking action against
Airbnb by capping their renting options to
120 days, there is a colder wind blowing on
this that may hint at a change on the horizon.

With many people in and around Los
Angeles, there have been concerns about the
safety of the rental properties. According
to the Los Angeles Times, “Nearly one out
of every five listings advertised by Airbnb
hosts in Los Angeles over a 12-month period
failed to comply with the city’s regulations on
short-term rentals...” This is alarming due to
the prevalence in which Airbnb occupies the
sunswept streets of Los Angeles. There are
groups of renters, both individual and private
renting companies, doing short-term rentals,
such as Airbnb, that are not following the
same building codes as other renters due to
their only renting in the short term. With any
rental property, there are building codes that
must be followed in order to make sure that
it is safe to be occupied, but that is not the
case with Airbnb. Due to the fact that they are
privately rented and run, without any sort of
government or corporation oversight, they can
be held to whatever code the owner sees fit.
This creates a dark area in the safety practices
of the homes available for rent in the city of
Los Angeles and elsewhere.

However, Airbnb has shown an ability to
work with Los Angeles in particular. Among
the several renting apps on the market today,
Airbnb is the only one ever to reach an agree-
ment with the city and county of Los Angeles.
In the infancy of the renting app, there were
massive issues with filtering out illegal rent
listings, which, since then, in a combined
effort, Airbnb and Los Angeles have worked

to squash in order to promote a safer renting
environment. These changes came about in
the year 2020.

Since then, however, there has been a growth
in commercial operators buying real estate and
turning them into rental properties designed
for tourists. This, of course, breaks the City
of Los Angeles Home Sharing Ordinance (CF
14-1635-S2), which states that only the owner’s
primary residence can be available for rent.
This is the same problem that New York had
faced that brought about this massive curtailing
swing of change with their most recent law,
which went into effect September Sth.

A stranglehold currently latched onto the af-
fordable housing market in Los Angeles County
is being exacerbated by renting apps such as
Airbnb. While Airbnb has shown promise in
its ability to work with local governments,
there is some concern that the issues that it
has created are well beyond the control of the
current standings of city and county legislation.
Many activist groups across Southern California,
based out of Los Angeles City and County, have
been working diligently to defend the renters
that are practicing appropriately and legally
and even working to claw back the ghost of
the affordable housing market. There is an
uphill battle ahead, but surely there is some
invigoration in the fight against Airbnb and
other massive renting companies due to the
boldness of New York’s renting law, now the
strictest in the country. Whether or not New
York City will find success in its choice to
change how its short-term renting market looks
remains to be seen, and only time will tell.
But it cannot be understated the effect such a
massive piece of legislation can have on other
cities nationwide. When changes like this are
rolled out, it is almost certain there will be
other pieces of legislation meant to organize
in the same vein, as the same frustrations have
been felt elsewhere.

‘While there is no overnight fix to the housing
crisis that is felt here in Los Angeles County
and other places across the nation, many people
look at restrictions like this as something
that could alleviate the weight from the young
struggling family, the older woman on social
security or the struggling single mother trying to
make ends meet. There is a lot of time before
the entire ramifications of New York City’s new
law are felt, and only time will tell what they
are. And with that, the nation, Los Angeles
County, and other hotbeds of the housing crisis
watch and see if this is the change that needs
to be made to help everyone.

reputation for initiating successful programs;
in time, other cities want to do the same. Dr.
Nakagawa showed data of 32 lives saved, the
critical training that civilians, paramedics,

medical technicians, and police personnel
are receiving on AED use, CPR, first aid,
trauma care, and how to stop bleeding. He
emphasized the three pillars: “Treatment,
education, and outreach.” The medical program
was a success, but it has not long since Dr.
Nakagawa started it.

A Presentation Also Was
Made on Behalf of the Veterans
Affairs Commission

The Council later took up and approved the
expenditure of reasoned funds and to provide
help to the Commission through Hawthorne’s
Public Work Departments. In sum, we will
have good-sized, well-made banners running
from El Segundo to Rosecrans Boulevards or
possibly from Imperial Highway to Rosecrans
Boulevard. The banners will pay homage on
particular dates to our military, those we have
lost, those who have so ably served, and those
who are serving now.

Invariably, there is some controversy, but
unlike the meeting two weeks ago, no major
sparks flew this evening. There is a land
swap involving property on Yukon Avenue
in Hawthorne.

Council was poised to approve the broker
agreement until Mayor Pro Tem Angie Reyes
English insisted there should be amendments to
the contract. The discussion was not low-key,

let me put it that way, but ultimately, the
contract was approved, with the amendments,
mind you.

There was some dissension on September 12

over budgets for events. At this meeting, time
was taken, and a list was carefully reviewed
as to what events are in focus and what events
are not, and careful discussion about budgeting.
Each council member has a certain stipend,
in addition to a budget for events, and this
topic clearly is a brisk one for the council
members. What will be spent on an event?
Whose event? Are these prudent expenditures?

At one point, four items were “ticked off”
from the City Manager’s Consent Calendar: A
storm drain project, an HVAC system upgrade
at the Memorial Center, progress payment for
roof rehabilitation, and agreements concerning
Dr. Nakagawa (mentioned above). So, there
are indeed some matters that are handled
expeditiously.

A particularly upbeat presentation was on
incentives Hawthorne has implemented to
help businesses in town. This includes the
Community E-Gift Card Programs, with 25
participating merchants to date, and cards
purchased so far, valued at $5,300. There is
a Rental Assistance Program as well. The
program is helping.

Bottom line: A lot happens at these City
Council meetings. Not all of it can be re-
ported here. Like I said: Come on down or
watch on HCTV.

Writer-director Chloe Domont’s brisk and
moderately suspenseful feature debut has
a lot of winning elements.

It’s also another fascinating read on gender
and power and fragile male egos that is a
fascinating part of the film.

The appeal of Fair Play boils down
to the chemistry between Phoebe Dy-
nevor and Alden Ehrenreich. Theirs is
one that feels exciting and dangerous.
Dynevor is commanding and owns the
screen in some very demanding scenes. Eh-
renreich delivers an excellent performance,
turning from charismatic to embittered and
unraveling.
