Resolutions, Concern, and Civic Pride

The Hawthorne City Council met on
October 10, 2023. The published Agenda
was notably shorter than the meetings last
month. In attendance were each of the City
Council members (including the Mayor and
Mayor Pro Tem), except for Councilman Pat-
terson, who was excused. Also present were
the City Clerk (through her deputy, as she
unfortunately was a bit under the weather),
the City Attorney, the City Manager, and the
City Treasurer.

This meeting was notable for three par-
ticularly significant occurrences:

A member of the public came forward
with his young daughter in his arms. He
expressed consternation about Hawthorn’s
recently adopted parking program, which
promotes smaller cars. He bought his ve-
hicle in California. It is perfectly legal, but
is rather large. He just got a $30 parking
citation for trying to fit into a parking space.
He complained there was no signage that
explained, and instead, the rule suddenly
appeared. Also, by driving around to seek
a suitable parking spot, he probably emitted
far more emissions than if there was a better
way of dealing with the parking issue. He
asked that the matter be revisited and that
some exemptions be created. His presenta-
tion was done in a courteous and intelligent
manner — there were no flashes of anger or
finger-pointing. When he concluded, Mayor
Vargas indicated the issue could be taken up
with the Chief of Police and asked the City
Manager to consider reasonable, workable
options. (So, this is a reminder that you
often “get more bees with honey.”)

Mayor Pro Tem Reyes-English then expressed
concerns over the no-bail policy enacted by the
Los Angeles Superior Court at the beginning
of this month. There was considerable discus-
sion among the council, including whether to
support opposition by other cities and/or the
League of California Cities.

Questions were asked of the City Attorney
and the Chief of Police about how this no-
bail rule works. Under it, certain kinds of
offenses do not result in the arrestee being
“taken downtown”; they simply are cited and
let go, which means another crime may occur
(e.g., shoplifting). The person arrested and

then released probably knows it is a particular
person or shopkeeper who turned them in,
so no one should be too surprised if another
crime occurs at that same location.

The bottom line is that the no-bail policy
is within the discretion of the Presiding
Judge of the Los Angeles Superior Court.
The Hawthorne City Council — as well as
the Chief of Police — have genuine concerns
about its efficacy and the risks it creates
for public safety (to persons, property, and
businesses). Hawthorne likely is not going
to embrace the rule. Of note is that the

The Future of California’s
Voice on Capitol Hill

On September 29th of this year, Diane
Feinstein passed away after serving 31
years in the Senate of the United States.
With the news of her death, the role to
fill her vacated seat was left to Governor
Gavin Newsom. There was little delibera-
tion concerning the shortlists and after
three days, he tapped Laphonza Butler.
Even with her taking the long-held seat
of Dianne Feinstein, there are a lot of
questions circulating the political sphere
as now a new challenger has entered
the fray for such a hotly contested seat.
Currently polling at the top of the race,
and even before Butler was tapped for
the interim role of Senator for the state

of California, are Representatives Adam
Schiff of Burbank and Katie Porter of
Irvine. With these massive changes to the
upper echelon of representation for Cali-
fornia, the state looks north to Sacramento
as an already vigorous competition had
even more life bestowed upon it.

Even before Senator Feinstein had passed,
there was an embittered race between
leaders Representative Katie Porter from
Irvine and Representative Adam Schiff
from Burbank. Rep. Schiff is currently
polling at around 20% support from likely
voters and Porter at 17%, according to a
study survey conducted by UC Berkeley,
co-sponsored by The Los Angeles Times.

The Mission Explores an Evangelical
Christian’s Fatal Sermon

The Broadway musical “The Book of Mor-
mon” is highly praised for its tongue-in-cheek
mockery of well-meaning but ignorant religious
zealots. As the story goes, a young and naive
Mormon missionary enters into unwelcome
territory with his Godly paraphernalia in hand,
determined to convert an entire Ugandan tribal
community into followers of the Church of
Jesus Christ of Latter-day Saints. The musi-
cal is outrageous, flamboyantly exaggerated,
and makes for the perfect date night activity.
However, after American missionary John
Chau died during an attempt to proselytize
his beliefs to the isolated and highly unpre-
dictable Sentinelese tribe, the plot of the silly
musical that felt so farfetched suddenly feels

much darker.

Emmy-winning directors Jesse Moss and
Amanda McBaine (Boys State) bring the
tragic story of John Chau’s fatal sermon to
the screen in The Mission, opening in select
on Friday, October 13. In 2018, John’s death
made headlines around the world when he
was killed with bows and arrows at the hands
of the Indigenous people who live on the re-
mote North Sentinel Island. The Sentinelese
are widely considered to be among the most
vulnerable and dangerous in the world, and
history has shown that they don’t take kindly
to foreigners entering their territory. John
saw these obstacles as all the more reason
to venture, illegally, to the remote island. He
viewed the Sentinelese as victims of Satan’s
last stronghold, and he was determined to be
the one who could convince them to follow
God and was willing to die trying.

The backbone of the documentary relies on
John’s posthumous diary, which was turned over
to his family after his death. Journal entries are
read aloud by a voice actor who captures John’s
wide-eyed optimism and free spirit mentality.
“If God is for you, who can be against you,”
he writes—an eerie foreshadowing of how his
false sense of security put him in a deadly
situation. Interviews with his family and friends
tell a similar story of a young man who was
adventurous, self-sufficient, and deeply commit-
ted to his church. Limited archival footage also
means that the dependency on video archives
is crucial, and animation is used to depict
scenes that could otherwise not have been shown.

What makes John’s story all the more heart-
breaking is his unintentional arrogance and
assumption that he was invincible under God’s
eye, which turned his final sermon into a self-
inflicted suicide mission. Experts and religious
leaders comment on the fact that “people who
exist out of time”—much like the Sentinelese—is
a seductive narrative to Westerners who feel
compelled to push their beliefs and societal
structure onto them. But not everybody needs
or wants “saving.”

On one hand, John’s Evangelical Christian
faith gave him purpose. On the other, his
dedication was responsible for his death.
The filmmakers bring up both sides of this
conundrum, making it difficult to confidently
place blame on any one person. Was he brain-
washed into thinking he could actually save
these people? Did he literally believe he was
a messiah? And if so, did the church encour-
age these delusions? John’s story is harrowing
because of how unavoidable the outcome could
have been, making The Mission a fascinating
albeit heartbreaking watch.

Joe,
Mush, Aiden, Aoife, and Katherine, called
Kala, grew up in Kinlough while Helen has
only just returned to her father’s birthplace
with her father and sister after the death of her
mother.

In 2003, Helen is a bright, rebellious teenager,
unmoored by the death of her mother. Kala
and Aoife are fast friends who befriend Hel-
en. When they all attend the Disco, the three
boys and three girls become an inseparable
group. Navigating through their teens, they
drink, smoke, skip school, and chase trouble.

Although they are devoted to each other, fac-
tions form and resentments arise. Mush is the
silent, loyal friend who enjoys hanging out
with the girls. Joe and Kala are enthralled
with each other. Aiden becomes increasingly
distant and troubled. Aoife is jealous of the
growing closeness between Kala and Helen.
The summer of their sixteenth year ends in
the tragic disappearance of Kala.

It is now 2018 and Mush has never left Kin-
lough, still working at his mother’s shop while
living at home. He has lived a quiet, reclusive
life on the perimeter. Joe is the hometown
boy made good, a worldwide superstar and
famous musician. He has come home to open
a bar on his old stomping grounds. Helen has
returned for the wedding of her father Rossie
to Pauline, Aiden’s mother, and Mush’s aunt.
Kala’s loss has embittered Helen, who is a
freelance investigative journalist in Cana da.
Her insistence on discovering what happened
to Kala draws them all into a spider’s web of
lies, corruption, violence, and murder.

no-bail policy provides law enforcement,
in some instances, with an option to phone
the “on-call Magistrate” to explain why bail
should be set; the Magistrate will then make
the decision. Also, Mayor Vargas did hear
County District Attorney (George Gascon)
speak about the no-bail policy and why it
makes good sense. Mayor Vargas expressed
a level of understanding for Mr. Gascon’s
opinion, but does not seem to agree with
it. My impression is the Hawthorne City
Council is going to oppose the rule in its
current version.

Then, each of the Council members had
the floor. It was of great interest to hear
them talk about local events they recently
attended, and the goodness of each. They
spoke of upcoming festivities and programs
in Hawthorne and issues of great importance
to so many.

For example, Councilwoman Manning spoke
enthusiastically about MidiCi Pizza (located
near City Hall) celebrating 25 years. She
said of the importance of supporting local
businesses. She then had kind words for a
local couple, Mr. and Mrs. Caddell, 99 and
98-years young, respectively, who are 50-year
residents of the City of Good Neighbors.
They both love Hawthorne!

Councilman Monteiro talked about so
much happening in Hawthorne, with the
recent successful food giveaway and the

excitement about Hispanic Heritage Month.
He promoted the upcoming Community
Dinner to help raise funds for the needy, the
Halloween home decorating contest, and a
landlord-tenant walk-in clinic. Like each
council member, he encouraged the public to
go online to the City of Hawthorne website
to find out all that is available.

Mayor Pro-Tem Reyes-English talked

While Schiff is in a slight lead, there is a lot
of race left to run, and anything can change
by November next year.

The interesting wrench in the gears that
constituents rarely see is the fact that there will
be a sitting, yet new, Senator on the ballot—if
she chooses to run. Granted, her experience,
of only a little over a year at the time of the
election, will pale in comparison to the late
Feinstein’s 31. She will technically be the
only person on the ballot with experience in
the Senate. There is a lot of fear that Butler
will have a sort of lame-duck appointment to
the seat, but there is so much time for her to
do something effective and make a name for
herself on the Senate floor—and she already has.

Butler was brought about to her seat with
some controversy due to Governor Gavin
Newsom’s old statement that he would ensure
Feinstein’s seat was passed to a black woman
nearly three years ago. This caused some
anger from voices in the black community,
stating that black women do not need to be the
keeper of Feinstein’s seat while it awaits a new
person to sit on it. A lot of this anger comes
from a sharp overlooking of the qualifications
that Butler has and the fact that she will not
be able to hold the seat for a considerable
amount of time.

The race for California’s senate seat is
sizing up to be interesting and combative,
with new and exciting events at play that
only come very seldom in the political world.
These kinds of situations have rarely been
brought to constituents to sort out. Still, the
electorate of California is beginning to weigh
in on the tumultuous handling of the death of
an incumbent senator. The race was already
shaping up to be a close match among leaders
Porter and Schiff, but with the extra layer of
an untested new incumbent, there are sure to
be some shake-ups.

Schiff and Porter are not alone in their
race to be the face of change after 31 years
of Dianne Feinstein being a loud and proud
voice for Californians in Washington DC, but
they currently are the two leading the pack
of contestants. Down below them, there is
Barbara Lee of Oakland, a prominent Demo-
crat on the ballot polling at 7%. Joining her
below Schiff and Porter are a couple of GOP
candidates, James Bradley and Eric Early,
polling at around 7% and 5%, respectively.

With the death of Dianne Feinstein, a
crowded field got even more crowded.
People have been eyeing the spot of the late
Senator for over 30 years now, and since she
was elected, she has never lost her power.
But now, following the appointment of her
replacement, there is chaos in finding who

will be the elected replacement for the long-
time Senator. Although a race from behind
for Butler, the interim replacement, would be
tough, it is not out of the realm of possibility.
With the amount of time that she has on the
floor of the Senate to participate in votes and
penning new bills, she could make a serious
name for herself that could help lead to—not
a reelection—but a proper first election. With
all of that, there is a wonderful sales pitch of
walk-on experience as a senator that Butler
can give that no other candidate vying for
the seat can say.

The world of politics is, at its very nature,
chaotic. People bustling and speaking, and
moving for votes and bills and prominence.
But here in California, it is now especially
chaotic. Very rarely do these kinds of affairs

happen concerning alleged “lame duck” ap-
pointees, especially not in a state that has, for
a very long time, been consistent with who
represents it on Capitol Hill. The sun has set
on the long-reigning, undisputed Queen of
California politics who rose to fame from her
time as mayor of San Francisco and became
a well-known face and voice in the hallowed
halls of the capitol building for over 30 years.
The electorate is faced with a complex choice
in the coming election season, and a new player
in the vicious game of the American Senate
is trying her hand at making the changes she
wants to see in the world. There is no telling,
except by way of counting ballots, who the
late Senator’s seat will hold following the
2024 election, but as the days go by, one sun
sets and a new one will rise.®

ORDINANCE NO. 24-01

/AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF
THE CITY OF HAWTHORNE, CALIFORNIA
ADDING SECTION 8.48.045 TO THE HAW-
THORNE MUNICIPAL CODE TO ALLOW
FOR AUTHORIZED INDOOR SMOKING
FACILITIES AND MAKING A FINDING OF
EXEMPTION INCOMPLIANCE WITHCEQA
IN CONNECTION THEREWITH
WHEREAS, in November 2020, the citizens of
Hawthome approved Measure CC authorizing
a 5% cannabis tax.

WHEREAS, in December 2021, the City Council
passed Ordinance No. 2227 which repealed
chapter 848 in its entirety and replaced it with
the current version entited Secondhand Smoke
and Smoking Prohibition.

WHEREAS, Hawthorne Municipal Code
(HMC) 8.48.030(2)(a) prohibits smoking inside
an enclosed public place.

WHEREAS, in November 2022, the City Council
passed Ordinance No. 2235 and created HMC
chapter 5.100 which authorizes and regulates
commercial cannabis businesses.
WHEREAS, HMC Chapters 5.100 and 17.90
allow for and regulate onsite consumption of
cannabis which caninclude activiies that create
secondhand smoke.

WHEREAS, definition of public place found in

8.48.020 could include and therefore prohibit
the use specifically authorized by chapters
5.100 and 17.90

WHEREAS, clarification is needed to avoid
any conflicting sections of the municipal code.
NOW, THEREFORE THE CITY COUNCIL
OF THE CITY OF HAWTHORNE DOES
HEREBY ORDAIN AS FOLLOWS:
Section 1. The City Councilfinds that the above
recitals are frue and comrect and hereby adopts
them as findings in support of this Ordinance.
Section 2. Staff has determined that this
Ordinance is exempt from the requirements of
the Califomia Environmental Quality Act (CEQA)
per CEQA guidelines under the General Rule
(Section 15061(b)(3)), because it can be seen
with certainty that the Ordinance will not have a
significant effect on or cause a physical change
to the environment. The City Council concurs
with this determination.

Section 3. Section 8.48.045 of the Hawthome
Municipal Code is hereby added as follows:
8.48.045 Authorized Indoor Smoking
Lounges.

A. Section 8.48.030 does not prohibit uses
authorized under chapters 5.100 and 17.90
related to onsite consumption of cannabis
that is ancillary to retail.

Section 4. If any provision, clause, sentence or

paragraph of this Ordinance or the application

thereof to any person or circumstance shall be

held invalid, such invalidity shall not affect the

other provisions of this Ordinance which can

be given effect without the invalid provisions

or application, and to this end the provision of

this Ordinance are declared to be severable.

Section 5. The City Attomey is authorized to

make any minor corrections to this ordinance

as long as the correction does not change the

substance of this ordinance.

Section 6. The City Clerk shall certify to the

passage and adoption of this Ordinance and

shall cause the same to be published once in

a newspaper of general circulation, published

and circulated in the City of Hawthome.

Section 7. This ordinance shall take effect (30)

days after passage thereof.
